Beware of the Greeks and the gifts they bring
North passes and East opens 1(. South doubles (obviously for penalties on viewing the hands), West passes and North bids 1(.

Not comprehending that South’s double was for penalties East now jumps to 3(. Both South and West pass, and now it is up to North. With (potentially) two tricks in clubs, and partner did double, passing 3( would be a top board; but no, North bids 3(, which becomes the final contract. East leads the 7(.

North, unthinkingly ducks. West wins and plays a diamond which is ruffed by East. Now A(, and a small heart which is ruffed by West, who now plays a third diamond which is ruffed by East, and North still has a club loser for two down.
North obviously forgot about those cunning Greeks. When a player bids two suits yet leads a third suit – obviously that player is leading a singleton, so rise with the A(, draw two rounds of trumps, now play on clubs intending to ruff your third club, and you lose a club, a diamond, a heart and a spade and your contract makes!
