Hand of the Week Saturday Board 19 E-W vul Dealer South

Correct play technique
After South passes, West opens 1(. North passes and East bids 1(. West jumps to 3NT.

North leads the J( and South takes the trick with the Ace, and leads the Q(. Should West cover? Correct play technique says “NO”. West should duck and should win the third round of clubs. West’s thinking should be thus: “If clubs break 4-4 I could lose 3 club tricks and if hearts don’t split evenly a Heart trick - making contract.  If Clubs break 5 – 3 and I cover the second Club then South will have a Club to return to North if the Hearts don’t break, and North-South will take 4 Club tricks and 1 Heart trick – Down One! Therefore I should duck the second Club and win the third Club lead.
On Saturday only 1 Declarer made his 3NT contract.
