Hand of the Week Friday Board 17 Nil vul Dealer North
A difficult hand to defend
North opens 1( and East overcalls 1NT. Why doesn’t East double and then bid again to show their 16 HCP? The answer is that east has a flat hand, two stoppers in diamonds and therefore 1NT is the most accurate bid for East’s hand. The bidding continues round to North who bids 2( and there the bidding ends.
East probably leads a small heart, which North wins with the Ace. Now Ace and another spade puts East on lead. East is now end-played. East cannot lead either a heart or a spade so probably cashes their A( and another club, won by North. North now trumps a club and discards their fourth club on one of dummy’s winners. North finally takes the losing diamond finesse and ends up with an over-trick.
In actual fact, what East should have done is cashed the A( and then played a second diamond and declarer has to lead away from his K( three times in order to make their contract.
Moral: when Declarer’s play seems weird – their hand must be weird, so draw trumps as soon as possible.
