Hand of the Week Saturday Board 9 E-W vul Dealer North
If you need a card to be in a certain hand, play as though it is!
After three passes West opens 1(. With 11 HCP, East has two options – 2( or 2 NT. Because of the balanced nature of the hand, and with the 11 HCP distributed over all suits, 2NT is a better description of East’s hand.

With 19 HCP, West decides to ask for Aces and Kings on the way to setting the contract. With an Ace and a King in East’s hand, and probably two Hearts, West decides to gamble on 6( as the final contract.
North leads a Club and West surveys his prospects. The Club lead has knocked out the entry to dummy to enable West to throw the losing Spades on the Diamonds. West takes the Ace of Clubs, draws trumps in three rounds, and cashes the AK of Diamonds.
Now, in order to make the contract, West plays a small Spade towards the Queen, hoping that the King is in North’s hand. It does North no good to duck, as this will enable Declarer to make all 13 tricks. The King of Spades is the only trick for the defence.
