Careful play is needed to make the contract

When North  opens with 1(, what should South respond? Personally, I consider that South should bid 2(, hoping that North will bid Hearts and therefore game in Hearts could be reached. Over 2(, North will bid 3( and South will end up in 3NT. On the other hand South could bid 2NT to show a balanced hand, and over North’s 3(, 3NT will still be reached

Transport from hand to hand is difficult. On the lead of a Heart, Dummy’s King will win, and Declarer should then play a small Club to the Jack..

If West ducks the Club, Declarer should finesse the 10(, and play a second spade to the Queen. When this wins the K( should be played to West’s Ace. No matter what West then leads, the Diamonds are the transport between the hands. 12 tricks.  On Saturday, most pairs were in Spades, making only 11 tricks.
