Hand of the Week Wednesday Board 7 All vul Dealer South

Decisions Decisions Decosions
It is not often that we feature Slam Hands. It is less often that we feature Grand Slams. This hand, dealt at the table on Wednesday night, contains a number of “problems”.

1 Evaluation of the South hand. I have polled a number of players and their opening bids varied from Pass (only 10 HCP), 1 Spade, 2 Spades, 2Hearts (Multi). Nobody evaluated the hand (as Declarer did) as containing 8 playing tricks and therefore was worth an opening 2 Clubs.

2 After South opens 2(, West bids 2(, North bids 3(,East supports Hearts, and when South finally shows an 8 playing trick hand in Spades, the decision for the final contract is in North’s hands. What a leap in faith in partner to jump to the Grand Slam! Now to live up to partner’s faith in your ability!

3 As expected, West leads A(, ruffed with the 6(. The A( should then be cashed revealing the expected bad trump break. A small club is ruffed and trumps are drawn. A small diamond is played to the Queen and 13 tricks are there for the taking. On Wednesday no Declarer made more than 11 tricks.
