Hand of the Week Congress Final Board 1 nil vul Dealer North
Responses to a strong 2(
Sitting North in the Congress Teams the first hand you pick up contains 7 Spades and only 13 hcp. What do you open?

One of the lessons I teach to beginners is hand evaluation. Look at your longest suit. Count 1 trick for every card in the suit and subtract 1 if you are missing the A K or Q. The Spade suit should therefore yield 7 tricks which, together with the A(gives North an 8-trick hand and therefore is worth opening with a strong 2(.
East Passes. What should South do? Firstly, I recommend having the minimum of an Ace and a King for a positive response. South has the required Ace + King. What should South respond? Should South show their 5-card Heart Suit?
Answer – definitely NOT. South must consider that North could have a very distributional hand and showing a 5-card Heart suit may not give South the information they require. Instead I advocate that the responder should bid the suit containing the Ace – in this case Clubs.
Then, despite West jumping to 5(, North should confidently bid the slam. After winning the second trick, North should cash all 7 spade tricks and should watch East squirm. The successful finesse of the Clubs will give Declarer their 12 tricks.
