A n automatic squeeze

After North Passes , East opens a strong 2(. After West’s negative 2(, East bids 3( to show 9 playing tricks with Hearts as trumps. West’s 3NT shows a balanced hand with a smattering of points and encourages East to ask for Aces and Kings. Knowing that you are missing one King, are you going to bid the Grand Slam?

Suppose that you are in 7NT on the lead of the Q(. You win with the Ace. Run all the Hearts thereby squeezing South in the other three suits. You now cash the A( thereby executing the Vienna Coup and cross to Dummy via the K( and cash the K(. South cannot guard the Clubs, Diamonds, and Spades and depending on what South discards on the K( 13 tricks are yours!  

The initial lead of a low Club is more interesting. You win with the nine, cash the A(, and run all the Hearts. South is squeezed on the last two Hearts. The A( should not be cashed before crossing to Dummy via the K(.

The squeeze is most unusual in that it is not the normal mix of one-card and two-card menaces. It is two-card menaces in all three suits!!Thanks to Jack Cohen for this analysis.
