Pointless
After East passes, how does South evaluate their hand? They have 20 HCP – sufficient for a 2NT opening, but the singleton heart is a problem.

On the other hand, there are 3 spade tricks, one diamond trick, and probably 4 club tricks. This adds to 8 tricks, therefore a 2( opening is possibly warranted.
After the 2( opening, as expected, North bids 2(, and South has no choice other than to bid 3(. With 5 HCP in their five-card heart suit, North decides to bid 3(, and South concludes the bidding by bidding 3NT, which is not a success.

Perhaps South should have devalued their 20 HCP because of the singleton heart, and should have opened 1(. If partner bids hearts then 3NT is the “best” contract. On this hand the bidding will go Pass, 1(, Pass, Pass, Pass, and despite the bad club break South should be able to scramble 8 tricks.
