Play of the cards
Actual bidding at the table. With 11 HCP and a 7-card suit South opens 1(. West bids 2( and North passes. Despite having a club fit, East decides bid 2( “to see what happens”. South now jumps to 4(.
After two passes East now shows his club fit by bidding 5(. South and West pass, and North decides to sacrifice in 5(, which gets doubled by West. South loses the obvious 6 tricks and East-West score 1100.
Unfortunately for East-West this isn’t a good score because 6( makes 12 tricks for a score of 1370. 6( is reasonably hard to make: you have to ruff the three hearts, and then draw trumps (finessing South for the Q() and losing only a spade trick.
Of much greater difficulty is East playing in 6(. You ruff the heart lead, play a spade to the A(, and then play the 8( from Dummy. If North takes the K( there is no problem. If North plays the 9( you win with the J( and then have to play really carefully as North has the (K 7 and you have the (J 6. In order to make your contract you have to be in Dummy at trick 11 in order to trump coup North.

You must ruff the heart lead, play A( 8(, finesse the J(, ruff another heart, play two more rounds of diamonds and three rounds of clubs. On the fourth round of clubs (if North doesn’t ruff you throw the 2( and the 10( will enable you to put your trump coup into place.
