Hand of the Week Pairs Saturday Board 8 Nil vul Dealer West

As East, you are sitting with this 21 count, contemplating whether or not to open 2C, 2NT, or maybe only 1C because of the singleton Ace of Diamonds and the fact that, on a trick-taking basis, you can only count on a maximum of 5 sure tricks. When North opens in front of you, you decide to double and to follow up with a bid to show your 16+ points. Partner, as expected, responds 1S. You bid 2C, and partner is in a dilemma – is this forcing? Do they have to bid – even with a Yarborough? I suggest that, although a double and subsequent bid doesn’t occur very often, you sort out with your partner whether or not such a sequence is forcing. I firmly believe that it shouldn’t be, and this hand illustrates my point.

The new “Bridge Laws” come into force 1 June. The aim of the new laws is “rectification” rather than punishment. Therefore, in a nutshell, insufficient bids may be corrected without penalty. The Revoke Law has been changed slightly so that the penalty is ONE trick if the side won the revoke trick, or TWO tricks if the offender won the revoke trick and the revoking side won a subsequent trick.

In the meantime we could start practising one of the changes: the requirement to count our cards and shuffle them BEFORE returning them to the Board.
