Correct card play technique
North opens 1(, South responds 1(, and West overcalls 1(. Why did West overcall 1( rather than Doubling to show the two unbid suits? Because West considered their hand to be shapely enough and with sufficient points to bid again.

North is in a dilemma – what to bid next? With Spades bid on North’s left and the likelihood of a lead round to North’s K(, a bid of 1NT looks the most suitable. Although East has a Spade fit, with only 7 HCP and such a flat shape Pass is the best option. South, with a six-card Heart suit and a hand unsuitable for NT, bids 4(. South studies the two hands and decides that there are three inevitable losers - 1(, and 2(; hence the Clubs must be played for no losers.
West leads Q( which Dummy should cover, and on the Spade return a Diamond should be discarded. Now, when Declarer wins trick 4 and trumps are drawn a small club should be led to the Jack and the A( cashed (dropping the King).

The Clubs must be played this way because if you lead the Q( and it is covered by the K(, you are sacrificing two of your honours to capture one from the Defenders; and by doing so you would promote the 10( as a winner in the third round of Clubs.
