Not a nice result
East passes, and South opens 1NT.
As West, with 17 HCP, what action do you take?

With 17 HCP, let us suppose that South has 15 HCP, that totals 32 HCP – leaving 8 HCP divided between North, East, and possibly South.

It should be therefore far too dangerous to Double. Now, if you played Landy you could bid 2( (showing 4 cards in both majors) and the heart fit would be found.
Suppose that you did Double. This signifies to partner that you have the same point range as opener, and invites them to Pass if they have points, or to bid their best suit without points. Again, the heart fit would be found. With this hand, what East must not do is to Pass. !NT for NS is cold for 7 tricks, and with poor defence South may even make an overtrick!
