Hand of the Week Saturday Board 6 E-W vul Dealer East
Passing for penalties
East opens 1NT and South has a dilemma. With 15 HCP the tendency would be to Double. However, knowing that there is at least 15 HCP on one’s right, and with only one 4-card major, a Double is very risky. Secondly, there are 10 HCP unaccounted for, and they could all be in West’s hand, hence a second sound reason for not Doubling – so South Passes, as do East and North.
South leads the Q(, won by the A(. East cashes four Diamonds and then leads the J(. South wins and plays the J( - won by the K(. A second Heart is won by South with the Queen and South has a complete count of East’s hand – 7 points in Spades and 8 points in Diamonds total 15 – therefore East cannot hold the K(, so a small club to North’s King and North-South cash out for one down!
