Hand of the Week Saturday Board 1 Nil vul Dealer North
Correct card play technique
A fairly elementary example this week. After two Passes South opens1(. West overcalls 1(, North bids 2(, and South’s  2NT completes the auction.

West leads the K(. When should South play their Ace? Since West has overcalled they should hold at least 5 Spades. You, as declarer, hold 4. There are two Spades in Dummy, therefore East has at the most two Spades – so duck the King and win the continuation. Why should you do this? The reason is that you hope East has the Ace of Hearts. By holding up, if East does have A( you have deprived East of a way of putting West back on lead to cash their three remaining Spade tricks. 
So, win the second Spade trick and play a Heart to the King. East will win and will probably return a Club. Win with the Ace and Finesse West for the King of Diamonds. 10 tricks instead of the 8 you would have made if you had taken the first Spade trick
