Hand of the week: Monday Board 13 all vul Dealer N
How do you deal with two-suited hands?
Monday's hands were extremely interesting, and this one was the weirdest.

You are Dealer and pick up a two suited hand containing 10 HCP. Do you open the bidding, and if so at what level?

Using the “Rule of Twenty”, despite having only 10 HCP the hand is quite powerful if you can fins a fit in either Hearts or Diamonds - therefore an opening of 1( appears warranted. When partner jumps to 2NT, obviously clubs are a worry, so jump to 4(. Partner should raise to 4( and after the A( lead, careful play should see 11 tricks roll home.
Suppose, instead, you are in 6(. Now you have to find the Q(. Normal bridge players (if there are such creatures) will play a heart to the A( and finesse the J( on the way back – down one! Knowledgeable bridge player will “know” that the queen lies over the jack, and will play the J( from hand and will allow the jack to run if not covered by the queen! Making contract and keeping faith in the myth!
