Hand of the Week Saturday Board  2 N-S vul Dealer East

On bidding the opponent’s suit

South opens 1( and West overcalls 1(. North has a problem. With 11 HCP should they overcall 2( or should they jump to 3(?  In actual fact, with points in three suits, perhaps 2NT is a far better bid – but with poor Spades there could be 5 losers in the suit. How do you check if Partner has a Spade stopper – simple – a bid of the opponent’s suit asks Partner to bid NT if they consider that they have a stopper in the opponent’s suit.

If they have a stopper they then bid 2NT with a minimum hand and there the contract should remain.  If partner does not have a stop, as in this case, they bid their strongest suit at the 3 level with a minimum opening hand (in this case 3() and North once again passes.

This not only sets the contract for North-South, but also prevents East from showing support for their partner’s Spade fit as with only 7HCP they cannot bid at the 3 level.
