Sometimes the lead costs
North passes and East opens 1(.
South has an 8-card heart suit and therefore should jump to 4(.
After three passes, West is on lead and should lead the J( (top of partner’s suit). Declarer should cover with the queen, and East will win with the king.

Looking at the A 10 ( combination in Dummy, what should East return?

Playing the A( looks right, but this gets ruffed by Declarer who then cashes a further 7 heart tricks, the A(, and then crosses to Dummy two winning diamonds = 11 tricks (as made by all Declarer’s on Saturday).
Hard to pick is the winning lead of the Q(. Now Declarer has to lose 2 spades and a diamond!
