Hand of the week: Saturday 13 April Board 04 all vul Dealer West
Play decisions?
West opens 1(. East bids 1(, and over West’s 1NT rebid, East jumps to 3NT.

North: what do you lead?  You “know” that West has a genuine diamond suit, so do you lead a diamond or a club? Suppose you lead the 5((correct decision). South applies the “Rule of 11 and “knows” that West has two cards higher than the five – do you rise with the K( and return the 9(, or do you play the 9( in order to give declarer their one diamond trick and save the K( for later? Suppose you win the K( and play the 9(, West covers. North do you take you’re A( and return a diamond (correct decision), or do you play a small heart? If you play a small heart Declarer takes the Ace, plays a small club to the K(, and if this wins West then plays the 10(.North, do you take the A ( now or wait until Declarer has used the K( entry in order to continue clubs? (correct decision).
Declarer, do you let the 10( run (correct decision) or overtake in Dummy and hope that the suit breaks 3-3. Lots of play decisions which makes this such a fascinating game. The Defence should make three diamond tricks and the A(; or two diamond tricks, the A( and the K(. Any slip up like taking the A( too early and Declarer will end up with 10 tricks!
