Another contract impossible to reach
East opens 1(. South passes and West has the dilemma of whether to show their 4-card major, or whether to bid their diamonds.

If West intends bidding twice then bidding the diamonds first is correct.

On the other hand, it is a six card diamond suit; and, if partner has hearts, then surely they will bid them over your 1(, therefore 1( it is.

North bids 2( showing their 6 card suit, and East bids 2NT to show a spade stop (and therefore not 4 hearts).

West repeats their diamonds, and there the bidding stops.

Interestingly, West can make 12 tricks in diamonds losing to only the J(, but it is very hard to get to game, let alone slam!
