Hand of the Week Monday Board 7 All vul Dealer South

After two passes North opens 1 Club, East doubles, South bids 1 Heart, and West competes with 1 Spade. North is now in a quandary, with no fit for partner, she should probably show her 5 card Club suit, and East will confirm the Spade fit, and there the bidding should end.

Interestingly, from the actual results, two Norths played in 2 No Trump (successful); two Souths played in 2 Hearts (also successful); and 4 Wests played in 2 Spades (also successful).

North leads the Ace, King of Hearts and switches to the King of Clubs. East wins, and plays the Queen of Diamonds; which South wins and plays a ??

If South plays a second Club, North will win and should play a trump – thereby holding East to eight tricks. If South plays a third Heart, Dummy should discard the losing Club, and East should make only 8 tricks if North returns a trump – otherwise East should make 9 tricks via a cross-ruff! So, the spotlight is on South. What should they return when they win the diamond trick? It is obvious that East is trying to set-up a cross-ruff, therefore if South returns a trump BEFORE the losing Club is “disposed of” Declarer will be held to 7 tricks!
