Hand of the week: Saturday 14 Feb Board 03 E-W vul Dealer S
Trumping your winners?
South opens 1(. West overcalls 2(, North passes, and East jumps to game in spades.
South leads the A(, and when North shows out, South leads the Q( -covered by the K( - and ruffed by North. North returns a diamond.
East wins the K(, plays A(, then the K( and ruffs in dummy!! Now East can discard the losing heart on the A(!! Noting the fall of the Q( and J(, declarer plays a small heart from dummy. North discards, East ruffs, draws trumps, and claims 11 tricks!
Where did the defence go wrong? In two places:

· when North ruffs the heart they should play another trump and then East has a heart loser

·  when declarer plays the small heart from dummy North should ruff – just in case partner has the doubleton 10(!
Interestingly, because of the fall of the cards West can make both 6( and 5(!
