Hand of the Week Saturday Board 8 nil vul Dealer West
Careful counting and play 
Holding a 5 card major suit and 11 HCP West opens the bidding with 1(. North, although holding a 5 card club suit, does not have enough strength in that suit to bid at the 2 level, so should pass. East raises partner to game.

The play of the hand is interesting. Technically there are 4 losers – two Spades, a Diamond and a Heart. Suppose North leads the K( (which wins). Should they continue with the Q(? And if that wins should they play their third Spade (covered by the Jack and the Ace and ruffed. Now trumps are drawn, and if West has counted the Spade spots correctly the losing Diamond can be thrown on the 8(! 
If North leads a club this of course makes life very easy for declarer, as the Q( takes the first trick, play back to the A(, ruff the losing club in dummy & then draw trumps.
How can the contract be defeated? – As both West & East have supported Hearts, a trump lead followed by a subsequent trump lead, (whenever opponents have the chance) always takes this contract down.
