Hand of the Week Friday Board 2 N-S vul Dealer East

Play of the cards.

This board caused a great deal of angst on Friday. East opened 1 Diamond, South passed, West showed her Spades, and North pre-empted in Clubs. East now has a problem – rebid her Diamonds, or show her Club stopper? South jumps to game and West shows her Diamond support. Now, the play is the thing!

Ace of Clubs lead – trumped in dummy. A small Diamond towards the Ace-Queen reveals the bad break in trumps. East should now try to set up the Spades while the Jack of Diamonds remains as an entry. It doesn’t matter when South takes her Ace of Spades, there are three spades in Dummy to take care of East’s remaining Club and two losing Hearts! Making contract. Congratulations to Savina Bianchi and Joan Ford for being the only East-West pair to make 5 Diamonds.

At the table only 3 pairs were in Diamonds. 2 pairs were in Spades (not successful) and 4 pairs were in No Trumps.
