Hand of the Week Monday Board 15 N-S vul Dealer South

Play of the Cards
After three Passes East opens 1(. Both South and West Pass, and North re-opens with a Double. To make things more difficult for South, East rebids her Diamonds and, not to be put off, South bids 2(, and there the bidding stopped.

It looks a simple contract – but is it?

In theory South has a Diamond loser, a Club loser, no Spade losers, and a Heart loser – 10 tricks!

But, wait a minute, it is possible that South may have two Heart losers – the Ace and the Jack if South plays her cards wrong.

Mathematically, since East opened, they should have the missing Heart honours. On the other hand since we “know” that East has at least 5 Diamonds (and therefore 8 missing spaces); and we know nothing about the West hand (and therefore West has 13 missing spaces); it is odds on 13:8 that West holds the missing Heart honours. Therefore, after winning the King of Diamonds a small Heart to the King is likely to be “wrong”, but how do we check? Answer: after winning the King of Diamonds South should play a spade to the Ace and play a small Heart from Dummy and the split is revealed. On Monday, only one Declarer made 10 tricks in a Heart contract.
