Hand of the week: Monday Board 28 N-S vul Dealer W

What do you open and where do you end up?
West has 21 HCP and a 4-4-4-1 distribution. Not really the best pattern for a opening 2NT, so West opens 2(. North passes and East shows an ace and a king by bidding 3(, and West then bids 3NT, which East raises to 6NT.

The play is relatively straight forward for 12 tricks.
Suppose instead, West had opened 2NT. East would use Stayman (3() and the 4-4 spade fit would be found. With 12 HCP opposite 21 East should jump to 6(, and with careful play 13 tricks should ensue. Should East have bid the Grand Slam?

The answer id definitely not! Most partnerships would be in game rather than in slam, therefore bidding 7( is far too risky – especially as the spades do not break in a friendly manner!
