On confusing the enemy
(Actual bidding at the table) With a six-card suit and only 11 HCP North decides to open 1(. East passes and South shows the lower of their two major suits (With two four-card suits you always respond with the lower suit. With two five card suits you always respond with the higher suit.) West, with a five-card spade suit and 9 HCP, decides to come into the bidding with 1(. North rebids their clubs and South jumps to 3NT.
With such a lousy spade suit, and South promising at least two stops in spades, West should not lead a spade. The worst lead is the J(, for now Declarer can make only 2 spade tricks, 4 heart tricks, 1 diamond and 1 Club for down one!
On any other lead South should win and duck a club. When South regains the lead they should lead a small club to the A( and play another club. Now, either the Q( or the K( will provide the entry to Dummy and Declarer should lose only 2 club tricks, the A( and the A(!
