Bidding weak hands

After two Passes South opens with 1(. The spotlight is now on West.  Bridge theory is that you should never bid a weak 2 in one of the majors when holding 4 cards in the other major.  This is to prevent you from missing out on a game in the latter suit.

However, when partner has already passed, the situation is different.  Your side definitely does not have enough points for game; therefore, the best bid on this hand is a weak 2(.  North has neither sufficient points nor the right shaped hand on which to bid 3(, so the bidding should end at 2(.

On Saturday no-one stopped in this perfectly reasonable contract.  With careful defence by North-South, 2( should make a maximum of 9 tricks.
