Hand of the Week Saturday Board 22 EW vul Dealer East

A typical Saturday hand where the play of the cards is important. South opened 1S< North bid 2C, and South bid his second suit, which North raised to game.

The play is the thing. West led a trump, Which South won. E now had a choice of trying to trump spades, but there were a lack of entries back to his hand – so that approach was discarded. The alternative was to draw trumps in three rounds, then try to set up clubs for three spade discards.

The play should go as follows: three rounds of trumps, followed by the losing club finesse, which East will win. Holding the Ace Queen of Diamonds means that East must return a Spade, which South should win with the Ace. South then plays a Club to the Ace, and ruffs a club back to hand. Now a Spade ruff is the entry to the established Clubs. 3 rounds of trumps, the Ace of Spades, Spade ruff, 4 Club tricks, and a club ruff = 10 tricks. On Saturday, only one South made 10 tricks!
