Hand of the week: Saturday Board 02 N-S vul Dealer E
Sometimes Slams are just too hard to bid!
East opens 1(, and South elects to show their major suit, thereby foregoing the possibility of a fit in diamonds. In actual fact, if South shows their hand with a double, and when West bids their 5-card spade suit, North should “know” that South has hearts and diamonds, and should bid accordingly.
When East rebids 1NT the bidding ends, and the contract goes three down (for a top score for North-South)!
If South had doubled instead of bidding 1(, North would probably have shown their 5-card diamond suit. Reaching game in diamonds is difficult, reaching slam depending on two finesses and the A( being “right” is even more difficult! In 1NT East took 4 tricks – so perhaps 3NT by South is the “correct” contract. If you were sitting North-South, where would your partnership have ended up?
