Hand of the Week Saturday Board 7 All vul Dealer South
Play of the cards
After South Passes West decides to open 1NT despite having 18 HCP. North Passes and East uses Stayman to find if East-West have a Heart fit. When West responds 2( East’s hand improves immeasurably and game in Hearts is reached. North makes the only lead that could give Declarer a problem – a small Spade. South wins and returns the 9(. What is happening?

Declarer can count on 2 Spade tricks, 4 Heart tricks (if the finesse works, 2 Diamond tricks, The Ace of Clubs and a Club ruff. What could go wrong?? The 9( looks suspiciously like a Singleton. If South ducks,  North will win and a Diamond return will be ruffed. Then,  if the K( is offside Declarer will be Down One. So Declarer rises with the A(, ruffs a Club, takes the losing Heart finesse and North plays King and another Diamond (Ruffed by South) for Down One!
So that line of play is wrong. How should Declarer play? They should cash the K(, ruff a Club and discard a small diamond on the Q(. Then, when the Heart finesse loses, North can win the K( and when the third Diamond is ruffed by South West can over-ruff and the contract is safe.
