Proceed with caution
After South Passes and West opens with a pre-empt, what should North bid?
One consideration for North should be the fact that Partner has already Passed – and therefore probably doesn’t have many points.
A second consideration is that West is weak (because of the pre-empt), Partner hasn’t many points, therefore East must be loaded. If North passes NOW then perhaps East may also Pass and game won’t be reached

On the other hand if North does bid 3( it may propel East-West into game OR East may Double and the penalty from 3(X could be greater than the score from the 5( game.
Overall, because South has already Passed I think that North should err on the side of caution and should Pass as well.
