Hand of the Week Tuesday Board 1 Nil vul Dealer North
Correct card play technique
Careful consideration should be given as to how a hand should be played.

A Diamond lead from South should be won in Dummy and the 9( should be run thereby revealing the bad trump break.

Now a Diamond to the King, and a small Club ducked in Dummy. South cannot lead another Diamond so probably switches to a small Heart – won in Hand. Now a small Club to the King, and one back to the Ace, and a losing Club ruffed in Dummy.

Now the 8( should be led and the finesse repeated; and then the 4( and  Declarer should end up with 11 tricks and a top board.
If Declarer runs the 9( and the 8( and then plays on the Clubs; North should overtake the 9( and should play Ace and Queen of Spades thereby denying Declarer the Club ruff. Declarer should still make 11 tricks if they have noted the fall of the Club spots and observe that when Dummy plays the 8(, if North doesn’t cover, Declarer should let the 8 run. If North does cover Declarer has the A 7 sitting over North’s J 5.
