Hand of the week: Saturday 17 Jan Board 09 E-W vul Dealer N
Unblocking
After two passes South opens 1(. West passes and North bids 1(. East passes and South has three choices: rebid their clubs as they have six of them; bid 1NT showing 12-15 HCP; or to revalue their hand to 16 HCP (counting the 6th club as being the equivalent of an extra HCP) and, as a result bid 2NT.
Personally, I am a cautious person, and would plump for a bid of 1NT. With 11 HCP, North should raise to 2NT; and South should raise to 3NT.
It is most likely that West will lead a heart, and Declarer will wrap up 10 tricks.
The worst lead for Declarer is a diamond which takes out the entry back to South’s hand. South should win the second diamond and should cash A( and K(. When West’s Q( drops under the K( Declarer must play the J( from Dummy (thereby unblocking the suit). If this is not done Declarer will end up in Dummy and the contract will be defeated!
