Taking your Ace too soon can be dangerous!
South passes and West opens 1(. North passes and East bids 3(, which West raises to 4(. While I won’t comment on the bidding, the play is the thing.
To make things difficult for West: let us suppose that North leads a small heart. South wins and probably returns another heart (hoping for a ruff). North cashes the two top hearts (West ruffing the third heart). Now trumps are drawn and West plays the Q(. South wins the Q( with the A( and plays a club. West wins the A(, overtakes the 10( with the K( and discards the three losing clubs on the established diamonds. Contract made!
In actual fact South made two defensive errors. When they won the Q( they should have returned a club rather than woodenly returning a heart. The second error is taking the A( too early. South should have counted the diamonds and in order to stop West making four diamond tricks South should have held up their Ace till the third round of diamonds. Now the contract will be two down.
Teams match against the MCG Bridge Club was won by the MCC – our congratulations. We have been challenged to a similar match by the Royal South Yarra Bridge Club – details to follow early next year.
