Hand of the Week Saturday Board 22 E-W vul Dealer East
On not overbidding
After three Passes North evaluates his hand as being worth 8 playing tricks, so opens 2(. East Passes and South bids a “negative” 2(. North shows an 8-playing trick hand by bidding 2(, and the question is what should be South’s response?
Although South has one “quick trick” (the Ace of Hearts), they should Pass as North has shown an 8 playing trick hand.

Technically, the limit of the hand is 8 tricks – although a number of Declarer’s did manage to come to 9 tricks. 

The trouble with South bidding 3( is that partner is likely to “bid one more” hoping for a better hand in Dummy.
Therefore, if you cannot reach game, don’t put partner under stress with an unnecessary raise.
