Hand of the Week Saturday Board 21 N-S vul Dealer North
Rebids
After two Passes South opens 1(. North responds 1(. What should South bid next?
Most people would automatically rebid 2( to show that they have five diamonds – but this does not help partner in choosing their rebid. Does South really want to play in diamonds? If the answer is “definitely not” then South must find some other second bid and 1NT is the stand-out answer. OK, South doesn’t have a club stopper – perhaps the opponents won’t lead clubs – on the other hand making a 1NT second bid now allows North to better describe their hand!
After the 1NT bid North will now bid 2( showing a distributional hand and asking South to choose between Clubs and Hearts (and thereby showing 5 Hearts).
With 3 card support South bids 2( and the best contract is found!
