Hand of the Week Monday Board 13 All vul Dealer North

Sometimes hands are interesting because they are so mundane…..This was one of two boards on Monday where South opened one Diamond and East sat with five cards in opener’s suit,  in both cases the bidding went 1D pass pass pass – but with different results.

The first consideration is: with twenty points - what should South open? Looking at South’s hand as a source of tricks – there are probably only four tricks, therefore open 1 Diamond rather than a strong 2 Clubs! After West’s and North’s passes, East has an easy pass.

Now the spotlight falls on West – what should they lead? Two Wests lead a small Club. One West chose a small Heart, two chose a spade and two chose a diamond. The lead of a single diamond is something to be avoided at all costs because it gives Declarer a free finesse! On a diamond lead East should play the 10, NOT the king, and South will eventually scramble to 7 tricks – 2 Spades, 1 Heart, 1 Club, and Three Diamonds!
