Bidding to the max (aka the Law of Total Tricks)
South has 11 HCP and a 5-card spade suit. Should they open the bidding? The answer is always "yes" as it forces East - West to find their fit at the two level and West could always mis-bid their hand!
West overcalls 2(, thereby ignoring a potential club fit. Despite having only 9 HCP a "double" would be a better description of West's hand.
Despite having only 5 HCP, a 6-card fit with partner means that North should jump to at least 4(.
East is stymied by North's jump to game. They could raise partner's diamonds. Finding slam in any suit other than spades is now an impossibility!
