On choosing your lead
The bidding is rather straight forward. South passes; and West decides to open 2NT despite having a 5-card heart suit. West does this because it not only accurately describes their 21-22 HCP, but it also accurately describes the fact that West has honours in all four suits, and having the lead coming up to one of West’s AQ combinations could be an advantage (as could be the fact that West has an undisclosed 5-card suit!
Over 2NT East employs 3( as Stayman to check if they have a 4-card major fit. When West shows 4 hearts, East checks for Aces and finding one missing plumps for slam in hearts.
What should North lead? Against 3NT, North would lead the fourth highest in their longest and strongest – ie the 2(. On this hand such a lead is inadvisable since West has shown lots of points and stoppers in each suit (ie probably AQ(). The same applies to a club lead. Therefore the decision lies between hearts and spades. With a known 4-4 heart fit partner could possibly have three hearts to the queen, and leading a heart could be fatal. Therefore the 10( is the best lead as this gives away nothing. Now all West has to do is to guess the clubs correctly for the ambitious contract to make.
