Another trump coup
Actual bidding at the table. Despite playing a 15-17 no trump East decides to open 1(. South passes and West bids 1(. North (with only 8 HCP) decides to interfere by bidding 2(. Now East decided to bid No trumps.
With a singleton diamond and a six card heart suit West prefers hearts and therefore bids 3(, which gets raised to game by East.

North cashes the A( and leads a second diamond which is ruffed by West. A heart to the K( and another back to the J( reveals the bad trump break. With two club losers (provided the A( is right) the only way to make the contract is to arrange to be in Dummy at trick 11 in order to trump coup South; so here goes!

West plays a small club towards the K(. North probably wins this trick and exits with a spade. Declarer wins and plays K( and another club, won by South who probably exits with another spade. This trick should be won in Dummy and a diamond ruffed, thereby reducing Declarer’s trumps to two (the same number as South).
Now a spade to the K( and you are in Dummy at trick 11, thereby enabling you to put your trump coup into place. The important action in this Trump Coup is reducing your trumps to the same number as South!
