Hand of the Week Pairs Saturday Board 19 EW vul Dealer South. Reading the Cards.

For some reason, your partner opens 1 Diamond with the East hand, and over your 1 No Trump, jumps to game. North leads a spade, and you win South’s Jack with your King. This “strange” lead cannot be “fourth best” because South has produced Jack; in fact it looks like “top of nothing”, therefore South probably holds the Queen of Spades. You lead a small Diamond, and when North plays the Queen, you read this as a singleton and play three further rounds of Diamonds, finessing South for the jack. Then comes the Ace and a small Club, which South wins with the King – and returns a Heart, thereby confirming your reading that South holds the Queen of Spades. You win in dummy and play a small Club, on which South discards a Spade. You are in your hand and are left with 4 cards in dummy – Ace small Spade and the Ace Queen of Hearts. What do you play next? If you have followed the play to date you “know” South holds the Queen and another Spade and two unknown Hearts. Are you going to finesse the Queen of Hearts – or are you going to trust the your reading of the cards and play Ace and another Spade, thereby making South return a Heart into your Ace – Queen, and solving the whereabouts of the King of Hearts for you? If you play it right you make 11 tricks!
