Hand of the week: Saturday Board 23 E-W vul Dealer N
Redoubles
After two passes the spotlight falls on South. With 10 HCP and a 7-card suit an opening bid is mandatory - so should South open 1( or 2 (?
Personally, I consider South's hand too strong for a weak two opening (holding AQJ10 in Diamonds and a void), and hence recommend South opens 1(.
West should Double (with the intention of bidding later) in order to show their 16 HCP. When the bidding returns to North the option of bidding 1( is incorrect as technically it would show 5 hearts. Bidding 2( is also technically incorrect, but with 10 HCP North must do something!  A little used bid is XX - the redouble - which shows 10+ HCP and no valid bid to make. After the redouble, East should bid 1(, South rebids 2( and W bids 2(, confirming a 5 card suit and minimum 16 HCP.
At favourable vulnerability North would then compete with 3( and there the contract should stay. If North is brave enough to (1) bid 3NT and (2) play for the K( to be singleton (West must have the K( for their 16 HCP so the only hope is that it is a singleton), they would have a top score.
