Play of the cards

After three Passes, West opens a strong 2(, and East bids 2( denying an Ace and a King. After West leaps to 3NT, East considers her Diamond suit headed by three honours to be a source of 5 additional tricks and bids the slam.

Declarer needs to play very carefully if they wish to make 12 tricks.

On a small Diamond lead, if you trust North, you let it run to the 7, and immediately play a second Diamond. If North takes the Ace, you have 4S, 2H, 4D, and 2C tricks for your contract.

If North ducks, you win in Dummy and play a High Diamond. If North ducks again (most likely) you play the J(, intending to let it run. With the Q9 of Clubs South should cover the Jack. You now have 4S, 2H, 3D, and 3C tricks for your contract.

On Saturday, the only Declarer in 6NT received the A( lead, and still was unable to make their contract. When you require certain cards to be in a certain hand (in this case the Q( in the South hand) you have to play the cards as though they lie favourably.
