Watch the vulnerability

A very mundane hand with a very important lesson.

After East Passes South opens 1 No Trump and the spotlight is on West.

West can “see” six tricks, and maybe Partner has another trick or two; so should West bid 2 (?

If Partner has the anticipated two tricks then 2( makes for a score of 110, whilst 1NT would most certainly “go down two tricks” for a score of 100.

What happens if Partner doesn’t have the anticipated two tricks – you have six tricks and 1 NT makes for a score of 90 whilst if 2( makes only the expected 6 tricks you have given away a vulnerable score of 200. Even 1 down is a poor score.

So, when vulnerability is unfavourable, be conservative in your bidding.
