Getting to slam
With 13 HCP and a 5-card diamond suit South opens 1(. West passes, and North is in a quandary.

With an 8-card suit I usually recommend that that person bids game immediately; but, since partner has opened, there is now the prospect of a small slam if partner has the right cards. How do we solve this dilemma?

Normally I would advocate North bidding 2(. South would probably bid 2(, North would bid 2(, and South would rebid 2NT. Now North trots out Gerber; and, on finding South has the two missing Aces, North should bid the club slam.

This puts South in a quandary: if partner has shown 5 clubs and 4 hearts then the better fit is in hearts and South would probably bid 6(; which, because of the favourable trump break also makes!
A better way to find out partner’s holdings is to respond 1(. Now when partner bids 1NT you “know” that there is not only a club fit, but that partner probably has the K(, so trot out Gerber and on finding that partner has two Aces you can safely bid 6( (and hope that partner won’t think that you have 5-5 in Hearts and Clubs and convert to 6().
