Profitable pre-empts
East opens 1( and South has to decide at what level to pre-empt. Conventional bidding says “with a six-card suit bid at the two level; with a seven-card suit bid at the three level; and with an eight-card suit bid at the four level”. Personally I consider that the above should read “with an eight-card suit bid game immediately”.

Hence South’s 5( bid. All East-West can do is to double in frustration.

Suppose instead that South had bid 4(. As East-West what agreement do you have if partner doubles? Technically your agreement should be that any double to the level of 4(is for take-out and in the above situation the making 4( would be found.
