Hand of the Week Saturday Board 26 All vul Dealer East

This board could be used as an example for my Beginner’s Class on Responses to No Trump. North, with 5-4 in the majors (even with NO POINTS) should bid 2C seeking a major suit fit; because, should South respond 2D, North has an “out” by bidding her 5-card major. Here, with a major fit AND points, North should leap to game. Skilful play by Declarer should net 11 tricks (Congratulations to Margaret Joshua and Paula Dams for this achievement). One problem with the hand occurs when West bids 2D (or 3D) over the 1 NT. Careful defence will keep West to 6 tricks. Over 2D/3D North should Double to show both Majors (does your partnership agreement allow you to do this?) and South should respect North’s Double and show her Hearts, rather than bidding No Trumps to show a double Diamond stop - which only leads to disaster.
