Hand of the week: Friday 13th Board 21 N-S vul Dealer N
Timing is everything

North and East pass, and South opens 1(. Although West has only 13 HCP, they do have a two-suited hand, despite one of the suits not being hearts, West should double to show that they have a two suited hand.
East has only 4 HCP; they supposedly do have a fit in spades - and, adding 5 points for the club void (and another couple of points due to the diamond length implying partner is very short in diamonds) - when North jumps in diamonds, East should use the Law of Total Tricks (ie: in a contested auction jump to the level of your trump fit) to jump to 4(.
When South bids 5(, West should bid 5( and there the auction should end. North leads the K(. How should West play the hand to make 12 tricks?
West needs to ruff 4 clubs in dummy, hence they need 5 entries back to their hand in order to set up the clubs. There are 4 spade entries and the Q( will be the 5th entry. So: ruff the K(, ruff a club. Play a spade to the A( and ruff another club, play a spade to the K( and ruff a third club. Play a small heart towards the Q(. When South wins the K( and plays the A( West should ruff this and ruff a fourth club in dummy. Now a small heart to the Queen enables West to make three more club tricks.
Interestingly, dummy's only points: the A( is a wasted card!
