Hand of the Week Pairs Saturday Board 9 EW vul Dealer North

People often complain about “pre-dealt” hands. Saturday’s hands were dealt at the table – and this was one of the more spectacular hands dealt. East opens 1 Spade and West has a problem. With 9 points and 5-5 in Hearts and Clubs – do they bid a “correct” 1 No Trump – or show their 5 card Club suit? Suppose they bid 1 No Trump. Now East has a problem. With 19 high card points – should they bid 2 Hearts, 3 Hearts (to show the 19 points) or 3 No Trump (hoping West has a Club cover)? If East underbids with 2 Hearts – is this unconditionally forcing if partner has 4 Hearts and only 6 points)? Does a 3 Heart bid show 5 Spades and 5 Hearts – or 5 Spades and 4 Hearts? These are questions that need to be sorted out as part of a partnership understanding. In actual fact I suggest that East should bid 2 Hearts which, in any partnership, should be forcing for one round. West should jump to 4 Hearts, and East should then bid the cold slam. On Saturday, the contract varied from 3 No Trumps, to 6 Spades (making) and 6 No Trumps (making only on a Club lead). Congratulations to Rosette Wittner and Shirley De Winter for bidding and making the Slam.
